USDA has announced the proposed rule to update th&arusiandards for meals served through the Nationaldbch
Lunch and School Breakfast programs. The new proposedragirements will raise standards for the first timéifteen years
and will help improve the health and nutrition of rig&2 million kids that participate in school meal progsagnery school day.
The proposed ruleNutrition Standards in the National School Lunch and Schol Breakfast Programsis posted at
www.regulations.gov Since this is a proposed rule, there is a 90-day coinpeeiod which ends April 13, 2011. A final rule will
follow after the comment period.

Here at West Franklin, with the help of the Wellneem@iittee, we are already implementing many of the pegpos
changes. At the middle school/high school level, wenty added a small salad bar daily (with the exceptioigbf after time off
- due to delivery challenges). We've increased our &gohin offerings. All schools drink milk that is 1% fatless. Students can
take as many fruits and vegetables as they want. #ofifaring has been added at breakfast (in addition te)juiBeans are served
once/week. All cereals are whole grain.

Listed below are some additional proposed changes thatiee working toward when/if the proposal is accepted:

A maximum of 1 cup of starchy vegetables may be servedgek. wThis includes white potatoes, corn, green peadinaad
beans.

At breakfast, the addition of 1-2 meat/meat alternatesiagralso at least half of all the grains to be le/lgoain rich

At lunch: Weekly requirement for dark green and orangetaetes and legumes.
