There are two other areas on the
north end which are also being
monitored. They are about the
same size of the area just re-
paired. They will require repair
in the near future.

There is a larger issue going on
which is causing the problem.
The gym sits below grade
(below the surface of the sur-
rounding area) so ground water
runoff is a challenge.

The cost to replace the floor
with an entirely new wood floor
is $57,375. While that takes
care of the wood floor, it does
not address the moisture prob-
lems or the possible cracks in
the concrete sub floor.

Total cost to repair the floor,
replace the damaged concrete
sub floor, and replace the
bleachers could be as high as
$175,000. In addition, once you
spend those kinds of dollars, you
are required to upgrade the
handicapped accessibility of the
building to 20% of the cost of
repair of the floor. Currently the
building is not ADA accessible
because of its age.

The board is looking at both
short and long-term options
concerning the gym.

Should the floor deteriorate so
much that it is no longer safe for
athletic competitions, the fol-
lowing is a possible short term
solution:

- Athletic contests would have
to be moved to the closest
gym at AES.

- High school basketball prac-
tices would have to be split
practices with one team prac-
ticing right after school and
the second team practicing in
the evening.

Junior high practices would
be held at AES and WES
once high school basketball
season starts.

- Several of the PE classes
could possibly continue to use
the junior varsity gym once
the old wood floor and the
rubber floor had been re-
moved and the concrete
patched and sealed. Those P
programs would have to be
modified programs as the
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surface would be concrete
instead of a wood surface.
