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From Superintendent Dotson Bradbury

On March 14th, the West Franklin Board of Education will be faced with making decisions
which will affect West Franklin students for years to come. State reductions in funding for
Kansas public schools over the last three years and the decline in enrollment which West

Franklin continues to experience combine to provide a particularly daunting challenge for the
board.

Currently our cash balances are strong. This is largely due to the advice we’ve received from
the Kansas Department of Education over the last few years. KSDE saw the trend of declining
state balances and knew that unless there was a significant infusion of revenue, something
would have to give somewhere. Based on their advice, our district was pro-active in respond-
ing to the situation by reducing staff and cutting expenditures. We are in better financial shape
than some districts across the state that chose not to take timely, appropriate action.

Our dilemma continues. The question before the board of education now is what areas we cut
and how far do we reduce our fund balances? These are not decisions the board of education
wants to make. These decisions will impact student learning.

In the elections last November, there was a significant change in the make-up of the Kansas
legislature. Those who won overwhelming elections ran on a platform of supporting less gov-
ernment. K-12 public education takes up approximately 53% of the state budget. Less govern-
ment is now being translated into less funding for public schools. The result is boards of edu-
cation are now faced with deciding what the “less” will be. Please continue to support our
schools and the board of education as they make these painful decisions which will signifi-
cantly impact the educational experiences of our students.

We continue to have much to be thankful for in the district. Over the past three years, our dis-
trict results on state assessments in reading and math show steady growth. Our school district
scores in reading have gone from 78.4% reading proficient to 87.4%. Our math scores have
gone from 74.7% to 83.8%. This increase in achievement has been accomplished with fewer
teachers and support staff. We are fortunate to have dedicated staff and students who continue
to keep their focus on student achievement in the West Franklin School District. It’s always a
great day to be a Falcon.

In addlition to the immunizations listed above for kindergarten, the Kansas Department of Health ~
and Environment also recommends:

¢ Booster dose of Tdap required at age 11.

¢ Haemophilus influenza type b (Hib): three doses required for children less than 5 yrs of age in pre-
school or childcare operated by a school.

¢ Pneumococcal conjugate (PCV7): four doses required for children less than 5 yrs of age in preschool or childcare operated
by a school.

*All students will be required to have 3 doses of Hepatitis B and 2 doses of varicella.

Other immunizations recommended, but not required for the school entry list above are:

® Meningococcal (MCV4): one dose recommended for children 11 years of age or older; not required for school entry.

® Human Papillomavirus (HPV): three doses recommended for females 11 years of age or older; not required for school entry.
o Influenza: yearly vaccination recommended for all ages 6 months of age or older; not required for school entry.

It will not be long before the
reality of becoming a high
school student will be upon
our 8t graders. Part of that
reality is enrolling in the
classes that will align with
the student’s post secon-
dary interests and needs.
Although it is hard to project
what a student’s post secon-
dary interest will be in four
years, it is crucial that you
and your child make the
correct choices in class se-
lection. In reviewing appli-
cants for admission, the
universities will use what is
termed Qualified Admis-
sions. Qualified Admissions
are a set of standards used
by the six state universities
to review applicants for un-
dergraduate admission. The
universities that use Quali-
fied Admissions are Emporia
State, Fort Hays State, Kan-
sas State, Kansas, Pittsburg
State and Wichita State.
Often these standards are
used by other four year
schools. These standards
are set by the Kansas Board
of Regents, the governing
body for the state universi-
ties. New standards will go
into effect for next year’s
freshman or the class of
2015. The new standards
are as follows: students
graduating from an accred-
ited high school under the
age of 21 must:

Complete the Pre-college or
Kansas Scholars Curriculum
with at least a 2.0 GPA; And
Achieve ONE of the follow-
ing:

ACT score of 21 or higher;
Or

Graduate in the top 1/3 of
their class AND

Achieve a GPA of 2.0 or
higher on any college credit
taken in high school

In the previous years only
one of the criteria listed
above was needed, now a
student must complete the
pre-college curriculum
(Qualified Admissions) and
one other requirement.
Qualified Admissions in-
cludes the classes listed
below;

English- 4 units of English

Natural Science-3 units and
one of the units must be
Chemistry or Physics

Math-3 units and a score of
22 on the math portion of
the ACT or 4 units which
must include Algebra |, Ge-
ometry, Algebra Il and any
course that has Algebra Il as
a prerequisite with no ACT
math requirement on the
ACT

Social Science-3 units which
must include %2 unit U.S.
Government and 1 unit U.S.
History and %2 unit from

World History, World Geogra-

phy or International Rela-
tions

Electives-3 units

The most significant change
here is in the area of math.
If a student takes only 3
math classes they must get
a 22 on the math section of

MARCH, 201 1

the ACT. The recommended
course of action would be to
take 4 math classes. Alge-
bra 1 taken in 8th grade
does not meet the require-
ments. The Board of Re-
gents and the universities
came up with the new crite-
ria because far too many
college freshmen were
showing up on college cam-
puses with a lack of prepara-
tion. If you believe that your
child may be attending one
the Regents Universities
when they graduate from
high school it is important
that you are aware of Quali-
fied Admissions. If you have
guestions contact High
School counselor, Connie
Hoyt. More literature sug-
gests that fewer jobs in the
future will require a four
year college degree, how-
ever post secondary training
will be required for many
jobs in the future. Next
month we will discuss op-
tions other than four year
colleges.
