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Recently USD 287 was very fortunate to receive some additional support from outside sources.  Ap-
panoose Elementary School PTO was awarded a $5,000 Lowes Corporation Toolbox for Education 
Grant.  This grant, along with a $1,000 donation from the Appanoose Recreation Commission and PTO 
funds, will allow Phase I of the playground renovation to begin this spring at Appanoose Elementary.  At 
the same time, Williamsburg PTO has raised funds and made application for a grant to assist in the reno-
vation of Williamsburg Elementary School playground equipment. 
 
The efforts of both groups are sincerely appreciated. Those outside grants and funds will provide materi-
als and equipment our students will enjoy for many years.  This also comes at a time when the district is 
not in a financial position to provide, due to the continuing deterioration of our state and federal govern-
ments’ economies.  The prospect of new playground equipment for West Franklin students is good news 
indeed. 
 
On a more serious note, Governor Sebelius signed a bill February 17th that reduced funding to school 
districts by $66,296 for the current fiscal year, which is now 8/12th complete.  It would have been reduced 
by twice that amount if the governor had not exercised the line item veto to cut that amount in half. Legis-
lators have indicated they will not attempt to override the governor’s veto.  This situation may have ended 
much differently if educators, site council members, parents and patrons had not contacted legislators, 
urging them to vote against cutting education funds even more deeply this fiscal year.  To all who con-
tacted our representatives, I say thank you on behalf of the children of this school district. 
 
The far greater challenge is fiscal year (FY 10) which begins July 1, 2009.  Recent information is that 
school districts should plan for additional cuts.  The West Franklin Board of Education may face a di-
lemma in the April board meeting, when they must decide what personnel changes have to be made to 
reflect cuts in funding for the upcoming school year.  Unfortunately, they may have to do this without 
knowing how deeply the state may cut school funding.  We have been told that the state budget for fiscal 
year 2010 may not be finalized until summer.        
 
It is important to remember that state funding cuts legislated both this year and next will not be restored in 
FY 11, which starts July 1, 2010.  In looking at projected fund balances the district will be left with at the 
end of the next school year, it is only prudent for the board to consider a capital outlay mill levy. 
 
The district does not currently have a capital outlay mill levy. In a budget workshop in June of 2008, Dale 
Dennis, Kansas State Department of Education, said school districts without a mill levy in place will not 
survive the budget cuts which are on the horizon.  That horizon is now here. 
 
Capital outlay dollars raised from a capital outlay mill levy are restricted funds, which means that monies 
collected from a capital mill levy are restricted to being used only for equipment, fixtures and improve-
ments to facilities.  They cannot be used for salaries for certified (teachers) or classified (cooks, custodi-
ans, secretaries) personnel.  A capital outlay mill levy would reduce some of the pressure on the other 
district funds we are now spending on capital outlay allowable expenses. 
 
We will continue to provide the very best education possible for West Franklin students, utilizing all the 
resources we have at our disposal during these challenging economic times.  If you have questions or 
concerns, please contact me at the central office.

Driver’s Education 2009 
Summer Driver’s Education will have a district wide enrollment on Wednesday, March 25, 6:30 p.m. at West Franklin Commons area.  
This will be the only time I will enroll students.   All students who plan to take Driver’s Education must attend with a parent or guardian.  All 
students must bring their Learner’s Permit with them the day of the enrollment.  This gives you plenty of time to get your permit.  If you do 
not have it, you will not be enrolled.  Too much time is taken up and schedules are delayed due to this problem. 

 
For those who are planning to enroll in summer Driver’s Ed, the student's birth must have been on or before Dec. 31st, 1994.and must have 
their Learner’s Permit or valid farm permit PRIOR to the March enrollment.  Students will need to bring $2.00 to cover the student’s driver 
enrollment form and $175.00 to cover the cost of the class fee.  Checks can be made payable to West Franklin Schools.   This is the policy 
that will be followed for refunds: the $2.00 fee is non-refundable since it is sent to the state: the $175.00 is refundable until the first day of 
classes, in case you decide not to take the course.  Once class has started, all fees are nonrefundable for any situation or reason.  Payment of 
fees must be made by June 1 , the first day of class.  Class will be over approximately June 30. 
 
YOU MUST HAVE YOUR LEARNER’S PERMIT AT THE ENROLLEMNT.  If you need to go and get one, do so before enrollment 
March 25 .  Please check to make sure your permit has not expired and is still valid, if you have one prior to the enrollment time.  If it has 
expired, you’ll need to get a new one. 
 
Students who do not take/complete Driver’s Education cannot get a license until they’re 16 yrs. of age. They can get a Learner’s Permit������

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21st Century Skills and Technology continued….by Andrew Azwell, Curriculum Director  
As we continue our look at the ISTE National Educational Technology Standards (NETS•S), we will take a closer look at stan-
dard 4: Critical Thinking, Problem Solving, and Decision Making.  
 
The Critical Thinking, Problem Solving, and Decision Making standard states “Students use critical thinking skills to plan and 
conduct research, manage projects, solve problems, and make informed decisions using appropriate digital tools and resources.”   
 
Many of the jobs our students will be applying for when they graduate do not yet exist.  The content, scope and skillsets needed 
for these jobs is not yet known.  If we do not know what will be required, how then can we prepare our students with skills they 
will need to be successful in the future?   
 
Cavanagh (2006) states that “Employers report that new entrants to the workforce need not only the basic skills—reading, writ-
ing and math—but that in the 21st century business world, possessing a range of applied skills…” i.e. critical thinking, problem 
solving, and decision-making  “… directly related to the workplace is critical to success.” It’s so much more important that our 
students think about the process of learning than the content that is being learned.  
 
Alvin Toffler quotes “The illiterate of the 21st century will not be those who cannot read and write but those who cannot learn, 
unlearn and relearn.” The integration and use of technology will become a key tool in providing our students the resources to 
really think about their learning and incorporate the skills of critical thinking, problem solving, and decision making into their 
daily lives.
