The school year is con-
stantly evolving with a
variety of activities, pro-
grams and sporting
events occurring. In
somewhat the same way,
the district is planning for
future developments of
the district.

Our teaching staff contin-
ues to be involved in
refining the curriculum
and are using revised
teaching strategies to in-
struct students. The goal
of both of these activities
is, as always, improved
student achievement.

Another area undergoing
study and evaluation are
the facilities of USD 287.
The school site councils
have been asked to evalu-
ate their respective facili-
ties and report to the
board of education what
they see as priority needs

for their individual school
buildings.

At the same time, the dis-
trict will ask for assistance
from the Kansas Energy
Office in determining if
energy performance con-
tracting is an economically
viable option for the dis-
trict to consider. The pro-
gram is one in which en-
ergy savings on utility bills
would be used to purchase
energy efficient heating
and cooling units through-
out the district school
plants. Many of our exist-
ing units are well past their
normal use for a commer-
cial application and contin-
ued repair of these units is
not cost effective.

The first step in this proc-
ess is to identify potential
vendors, with the assis-
tance of the Kansas En-
ergy office, for a no-cost

evaluation. This evalua-
tion determines if there are
enough cost savings to
warrant an in-depth analy-
sis and the development of
an energy savings perform-
ance contract. An energy
savings performance con-
tract is one in which the
vendor guaranties that the
energy savings proposals
will pay for themselves by
reducing energy bills - if
they do not, the vendor
makes up the difference
annually to pay for the up-
grades

If this avenue does not
prove fruitful, we will need
to look at other possibili-
ties for providing cost ef-
fective ways to improve
our mechanical units. We
must ensure our learning
environments are appropri-
ate for the students we

February 22, 2009-Deadline for filing intent to spend and/or accept less than $500, for either primary or general elec-
tion

March 3, 2009-Primary Election

April 2, 2009-Deadline to file expenditure report for excess of $500 expenditures and/or contributions for primary elec-
tion

April 7, 2009-General Election

April 17, 2009-Deadline for filing the oath of office with the county clerk or county election officer (within 10 days of
the election or not later than five days after the issuance of the certificate of election, whichever is later.)

May 7, 2009-Deadline to file expenditure report for excess of $500 expenditures and/or contributions for general elec-
tion.
